Identifying the Solution

Last week we learned that in each story the main character encounters a problem.  With every problem there must be a solution.  This week we will focus on how the problem gets solved.  Sometimes there might be a happy ending; sometimes it may not be happy.  The solution is what leaves us feeling a certain way for the main character once we have completed reading the story.  

By completing the following activities, your child will begin to understand the importance of a solution in a story.  

***Be sure to check off each activity as it is completed and sign the bottom of this sheet.
□1.  Using the “I Have a Problem” worksheet from last week, complete the “I Found a Solution!” worksheet.  Read each problem and write down what the solution was in the story read or what a reasonable solution might be if it was made up.

□2.  Choose a book to read aloud.  Stop reading when the main character has encountered a problem.  Have your child tell you a possible ending to the story.  The ending should include a solution for the main problem in the story.
□3.  After reading a fictional dot book, have your child compete the story map to review all 5 story elements.
