Practicing The Fifth Reading Strategy

Take a Guess and Read On

This reading strategy helps your child to focus on meaning.  When your child comes to an unfamiliar word, have your child think about what would make sense and take a guess at the word.  Then he/she should continue reading on.  Sometimes the information that follows can help your child identify the unfamiliar word.  Always ask your child to go back and reread the sentence once they have identified the unfamiliar word.  It is important that reading “makes sense.”

***Be sure to check off each activity as it is completed and sign the bottom of this sheet.
 □1.. Cut out the frog and attach it to a popsicle stick or pencil.  
□2.  Always have the leapfrog available when your child is reading (please don’t send it back).  This 

          is a good tool to use while your child is reading along with The Helping Hand and the Word 

         Tracker they made in a previous activity.  When your child encounters an unfamiliar word they 

         may use their paper frog to “leap over” the word and continue to read on.  Have your child tell 

         you the words in the rest of the sentence that helped them to guess the unknown word.  Then 

         ask them to reread the sentence.  You may want to say.  “Reread the sentence again to check 

         that it makes sense.”

□3.  Choose one sentence from each book and omit one word.  

For example: The girl _________ the book.  Have your child guess the missing word and read on to check for meaning.  Then have them go back to the book to check to see if they are correct. 
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
