Story Elements
Identifying the Setting

As our students begin to master the use of reading strategies we will continue to focus on developing story elements.  Understanding the story elements will build upon their reading comprehension.    Beginning readers may need to do these activities after a read-aloud, as emergent reader books sometimes do not have meaningful story elements.  This week we will focus on understanding the setting in the story.  The setting describes the where/when the story takes place.  Some stories have more than one setting as the story evolves.  The main setting will be where the main character spends most of the time.  

By completing the following activities, your child will begin to understand the importance of setting in a story.

***Be sure to check off each activity as it is completed and sign the bottom of this sheet.
□1.  Find five words that describe the setting in one of your stories.  For example:  blue sky, early morning, wet grass, and grassy field.  Write them on the back of this sheet.  

□2.  Choose a book to read aloud and have your child draw a picture of the setting.  Be sure your child includes details within their drawings based upon the words in the story.  They looked out the window at the dark gray sky, there were no trees, and no houses—only an endless field of ice and snow.  Other details your child might include are:  sun, moon, clock, grass, trees to represent the season, etc.  

□3.  Have your child identify the setting for each dot book they have read this week.  Ask your child to make a personal connection with one of these settings.  Have them describe how a place that they have been to is similar to the setting of the story.  They should be able to explain how it is the same and how it is different.  
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
